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Abstract: Myotis emarginatus collected from eleven new localities in southern Turkey and
Turkish Thrace were examined based on morphological and biometrical aspects. According
to comparisons of these characteristics, it is concluded that the Turkish populations are
represented by the nominal form, M. e. emarginatus. This species is mainly distributed

along the coastal zone in Turkey.
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Tiirkiye’de Myotis emarginatus (Geoffroy, 1806) (Chiroptera:
Vespertilionidae) hakkinda

Ozet: Tiirkiye’nin gilineyi ve Trakya kesiminden 11 yeni noktadan toplanan Myotis
emarginatus ornekleri morfolojik ve biometrik ozelliklerine gore incelenmistir. Bu
ozelliklerin karsilastinlmasi sonucu, Turkiye populasyonlarinin nominal form olan M. e.
emarginatus ile temsil edildigi sonucuna varilmistir. Bu tiir, daha cok Tirkiye’nin kiyi

bolgelerinde dagilim géstermektedir.
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
